Just as 
ordinary food is necessary for physical life, Wisdom’s food—insight and understanding—is 
necessary for fullness of life with God. Partaking of Wisdom’s banquet is the way to life. 
1Wisdom has built her house, 
  she has hewn her seven pillars.
